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The Anthem this week 
 

The prayer “Lord, make me an instrument of thy peace” has been 
attributed to the 13th century founder of the religious order, Francis of 
Assisi, although the prayer in its modern form only goes back to 1912, 
when it was printed in French in a small spiritual magazine, La clochette 
(the little bell) as an anonymous prayer.  The first known English 
translation appeared in 1936, in a book “Living courageously” by Kirby 
Page, who attributed it to St Francis.  The poem was widely circulated 
during World War II, and has become one of the best loved religious 
poems among people of many faiths.  English composer, John Rutter’s 
well known setting of the poem dates from 1980.
