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A Message from Terry

 
 

As I sit and write this annual report, I am also putting together the liturgy for Sunday 
worship.  The liturgy will include a service of dedication for our new chancel, 
communion table and pulpit.  This is a time of great celebration for our congregation.   
 
I remember a hot July evening, over five years ago now, when members of the board 
gathered in the lounge to hear a bold proposal that was brought forward from the 
Stewardship Committee.  Let us raise $900,000 in capital funds.  At first blush, it 
seemed like a ridiculous proposal.  After all, it is difficult enough to raise money for 
general funds, how would we ever raise close to a million dollars for capital 
improvement?  But as we heard the dream to make our building accessible to the 
community, to reach out to a small corner of the world, to replace the worn chancel 
carpeting and to endow our music ministry, the challenge became exciting, the dream 
started to take the form of possibility and Living in the Image of God was born.

good portion of what we planned was done.  Our building is now accessible, a school in 
Guatemala is filled with children and adult learners morning, afternoon and evening 
and the chancel, although keeping faithful to the traditional design, was updated, 
made flexible and modernized.   
 
When Living in the Image of God was conceived, it was not seen as a funding project 
but as a vehicle for mission.  In that way, it has exceeded its goals as we have helped a 
tiny population in the developing world to educate its children and we have opened 
the doors of the church to the community.  Living in the Image of God was faithful to 
our history and map to our future. 
 
Mission and outreach has always played a key role in the life of our congregation.  We

tries to bring affordable, decent housing to the poor.  In the fall, our congregation 
through its Fellowship and Pastoral Care Committee along with the folk at Agape Table 
joined with the Running Room to sponsor the Hustle for Hunger. Funds raised from this 
run go directly to help feed the hungry in Winnipeg.  The Rose Ferries Prayer Shawl 
Ministry has sent dozens of shawls to the sick and grieving from Nova Scotia to British 
Columbia as well as in our own community.  And as I write this report, representatives 
of our congregation are planning to meet with other congregations and staff from 
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Winnipeg School Division to plan ways that reach out to refugee families in our 
community. 
 
I offer these observations not to praise our congregation as the epitome of mission and 
stewardship but rather to address what is a concern of mine.  Too often we are too 
critical of our shortcomings and not positive enough about our strengths.  Do we have 
to grow our mission?  Of course we do.  Do we have to expand our outreach?  Yes, God 
calls the church to embrace the neighbourhood, the boundaries of which, extend way 
beyond the corner of Oak and Kingsway.  Do we have to change?  Well, the whole

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Finance Reports 
  

Chair of Finance Report 
 
The Congregation of St. Andrews approved a break even budget for the 2009 fiscal 
year at its February 2009 Annual General Meeting. Our actual results for the twelve 
month period ending December 31, 2009 came close to this position. Although givings 
fell short of the budget, fundraising exceeded targets, and certain expense categories 
came in below budget. We were able to pay off the low flush toilets; pay off a portion 
of the lighting upgrade project sooner than anticipated; and erase a small deficit in the 
Guatemala school building project at year end. 
 
At the 2010 Annual General Meeting, the Board is presenting the 2010 budget for 
approval. The budget shows a significant deficit. Contributing to the deficit are lower 
projected member givings in 2010, and the increase in the ministerial salary budget 
reflecting two full time ministers for the entire year. 
 
In 2008, the Joint Needs Assessment Committee recommended to the Congregation 
that a second full time minister be hired. They stated that this recommendation would 
result in a significant deficit and advised that enhanced financial support from the 
Congregation, coupled with a net increase of new Members, would be required. 
Unfortunately our membership and our givings have been declining.  
 
The church has funds on hand due to prior year accumulated surpluses and bequests. 
However, it is anticipated that the 2010 deficit, coupled with increasing future deficits 
will deplete these surpluses within about four years. The Board of Directors is currently 
examining ways to alleviate this situation 
 
I look forward to seeing you at our Annual General Meeting and listening to any 
thoughts you may have concerning the financial situation of the church.

financial statements.  On pages 19 to 21 is the Balance Sheet for the church.  A copy of 
the complete financial statements including all details for the Income and Expenses 
Statement can be obtained from the church office.  These statements are also 
available throughout the year at each month end.

of December 31, 2009, with one exception.  This exception is our income trust 
investment for the Margaret Tyler Fund.  At year-end its market value was $43,470 
compared to its cost of $74,880. 
 
Table 1 is the Income and Expense statement for our operating account which is the 
account used for the ongoing running of the church.  It shows net revenue for 2009 of 
$389 compared to a budgeted break-even and a surplus of $36,585 in 2008.

The first line is our operating account with an accumulated 
balance of $81,304.  Following this are our allocated accounts.  The first grouping

to the church for specific purposes other than normal operating expenses.  The most 
significant of these is the Living in the Image of God account, which has a balance of 
$48,687 at year-end.  The Shelter (roof) account shows a negative balance of $47,364.  
This is the difference between the roof expenditures of $88,999 and the revenue of 
$41,635 received from the Shelter fundraising campaign.

At December 31, 2009 it totaled $460,986.  The earnings on these accounts are 
transferred to the operating account throughout the year.  In 2009, this amount of 
investment earnings transferred to the operating account was $35,708.  The category

entitled to keep 7.5% of any payments for six months to ensure satisfaction with the 
project.  The item RBC loan $97,383, is the outstanding balance of the Royal Bank loan 
we executed to undertake the sanctuary roofing project. 
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Table 3 outlines the revenues and expenses for the Living in the Image of God 
campaign for the past six years.  Over this period, we have received $608,977 in 
member donations.  We have also received $4,400 from the fundraising campaign for 
sanctuary seating.  A further approximately $2,100 has been pledged for sanctuary 
seating and is being received through monthly PAR contributions. 
 
The cost of the Chancel renovations is $114,288 to date.  Outstanding and projected 
costs at year-end were approximately $50,500.  When the sanctuary seating pledges 
are complete, the Living in the Image of God project should be completed at a break-
even value. 
 
It has been a privilege and an honor to serve as your church treasurer throughout the 
past year.
