Bi-annual Mission trips for St. Andrewôs Youth. 

Starting in 2003, our youth have travelled to Guatemala to connect with the communi-

ties, schools and students.  

In total, 35 Senior Youth from our Church have visited Guatemala and performed 

mission work.  

The youth return from the trips knowing they are all children of God - and God is 

working through them to make a difference in the world.  

 

 

They 

continue to tirelessly fundraise to support their mission and trip and would like to 

thank the congregation, their families and everyone who have supported them  in this 

journey.
