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T 
he Danish author Isak Dinesen once wrote, ñto be a person is to 
have a story to tell.ò  She told her own story so forcefully that it 
became a bestseller and a popular movie, ñOut of Africa.ò  Dine-

sen is right.  We each have our own unique story, a series of tales 
woven around love, loss, hope, and faith. As I begin ministry with you 
this fall, I very much look forward to hearing each of your stories, to 
hearing the story of St. Andrewôs River Heights United, and to hearing 
how together we will begin a new story and see where it takes us.  One 
of my favourite lines in scripture comes from Hebrews 13:2, ñDo not ne-
glect to show hospitality to strangers, for by doing that some have en-
tertained angels without knowing it.ò    I love this text because it re-
minds us to be open.  Open to each other, open to the sacred, and 
open to new possibilities in faces, experiences and situations we never 
thought would surprise us, and yet they do! 

Do come join me for Bible Study this fall on Friday mornings at 9:15 
a.m. beginning on Sept. 16 or on Sunday mornings at 9a.m. beginning 
on Sept. 18 as we open up the letter of James for a 5 part series ex-
ploring such topics as ñperseverance, discerning Godôs voice in a busy 
world, speaking positively, and learning about patience and hope.ò  
James teaches us that it is not just what we believe that counts -- but 
our whole life!
