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The Anthem this week 
 

We are offering as our anthem this week the attractive work, Procession 
of Palms, an extended anthem by Australian composer, Malcolm 
Williamson.   
 
Composed in 1961, Procession of Palms is in five sections and uses well 
known hymn and traditional texts.  Ride on, ride on in majesty, is a 
stirring melody set to a jaunty organ accompaniment.  The harmonies 
are very reminiscent of what was popular in the mid-twentieth century, 
and were perhaps a result of Williamson having spent time as a night 
club pianist on his arrival in London in the 50s.  The hymn that follows, 
All glory, laud and honour, has a distinct Jazz influence.  The rich layered 
chords underlying the Soprano/Alto duet O Saviour of the World and the 
brilliant final Hosanna, are clearly the product of another of Williamson’s 
influences, French composer, Olivier Messiaen.  The relaxed, tuneful 
Benedictus could easily have come from Jesus Christ, Superstar or 
Godspell, popular works of the same era.
