The Anthem this week 
 

Terry has chosen Paul Halley’s Freedom Trilogy, first published in 1997, 
as the anthem he would like to have sung at his final service as Minister 
at St Andrew’s.  Originally from England and receiving his early musical 
training and experiences there, Paul Halley has lived and worked in the 
eastern United Sates, notably The Cathedral of St John the Divine in New 
York.  He moved to Halifax in 2007, to become Music Director at St. 
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George's Anglican Church, the Chapel of the University of King's College, 
and the Atlantic School of Theology. 
 
Set for piano, organ, bass and drums and percussion, this extended 
choral work (about 8 minutes) uses a number of texts that are associated 
with the concept of freedom.  Halley introduces each of the component 
parts of the piece, beginning with a chanted version of a Kyrie eleison 
(Lord, have mercy upon us), the Greek prayer that opens the traditional 
Mass, followed by two African freedom songs – Hallelujah! Pela tsa rona 
and Siyahamba, and finally, John Newton’s life changing hymn, Amazing 
Grace.  The composer then gradually weaves these texts and melodies 
into a complex, extended mixture, ending in a joyful Hallelujah.
